C Animal reproduction




1. Make the model of Earth i.e. Globe with the help of a Balloon, a mixture
of flour and water, and blue and green coloured strips. The method of making
the model of the earth is following: '
i. Blow up the balloon.

ii. Paste a few layers of newspaper piece

using the mixture of flour and water on the

balloon.

iii. Paste coloured strips of paper. While the

surface is still wet, gently pat strips.

Note: You can also use your methods of

making the globe.

2.The Earth and its Neighbor

1. Design your own Solar System by the following methods:
i. Take a big chart paper or card board paper.

ii. Draw the Solar System on it.

iii. Place tennis balls where the planets are marked.

iv. Now place an orange color ball (bigger than the tennis balls) where the sun is

marked.

v. The orbits can be shown using wires or thread.

Make your magazine of Solar System in the scrapbook in the
following ways:
a. The magazine should contain a diagram of the sun followed by planets.

b. The planets should be arranged in chronological order according to distance

from the sun.

c. Write the name of each planet in bold letters with some information about it.
